Three hundred migrants arrive at Obrežje this afternoon

Six buses arrived at the Obrežje international border crossing point for road traffic this afternoon carrying 300 migrants who do not meet the requirements for entry into the country. 

The majority of the migrants are believed to come from Syria, Iraq and Afghanistan. So far (by 19:00) none of them have applied for international protection or asylum in Slovenia. Once the police procedures of registration have been completed and the migrants have received medical and humanitarian care at the border crossing and Brežice reception centre, they will be taken to the accommodation centres in Šentilj and Gornja Radgona.
