Three trains carrying 3,600 migrants arrive from Croatia, Posavje centres still shelter around 4,600 people – information update at 14:00
Three trains carrying around 1,200 migrants each arrived today at Dobova rail border crossing under Croatian police escort. The first train arrived just after 3 o’clock in the morning, the second at about 7 o’clock and the third around midday. 
The foreigners underwent basic police procedures and were provided emergency health care and humanitarian assistance at the Dobova train station, after which they boarded Slovenian trains and were taken to Šentilj under police escort.
As of 13:00, Brežice reception centre sheltered around 1,700 migrants, Dobova provisional centres 800 and the new Dobova centre around 2,100. 
Rigonce border crossing point is back in operation for passenger vehicle traffic in both directions.
