Police in Dobova admit over 3,200 migrants today, a thousand more expected after 15:00 – information update at 12:30 
Three migrant trains have arrived at Dobova international railway traffic border crossing today. 
The first train, with 1,019 migrants on board, pulled in just after midnight, the next one carried 1,057 people and arrived at about 4 am, while the third train arrived 11:15 and brought 1,176 migrants. The migrants from the first two trains have been registered, provided with humanitarian and medical care and transferred to Jesenice, Karavanke and Šentilj accommodation Centre under police escort.
The Croatian authorities have announced another train bound for Dobova with 1,018 migrants on board, which is expected to arrive at about 15:00.
From mid October to date, almost 234,000 migrants have entered Slovenia in the Posavje region. At the reception centres in Dobova and Brežice and at Obrežje border crossing point, on average 4,500 persons have been checked and registered every day. Migrants have been transferred to accommodation centres inland by five trains and 18 buses per day on average.
