Four trains bring 4,250 migrants yesterday, today's second train expected in Dobova – information update at 8:00
Yesterday, December 14, four trains carrying 4,250 migrants arrived at Dobova international railway traffic border crossing from Croatia.  After medical and humanitarian assistance and registration procedures, the migrants were transferred to Šentilj, Jesenice and Karavanke by three trains and 32 busses under police escort.  Just before 4 o'clock Dobova received the first train today coming from Slavonski Brod. A total of 975 migrants were on board.  At the reception centre in Dobova there are still 747 migrants who will be transferred inland in the forthcoming hours. 
The next train, with 1,123 migrants on board, is expected to pull in at Dobova after 11:00, according to the information provided by the Croatian police.
