3,089 migrants from Šentilj admitted into Austria; more than 800 migrants enter Slovenia at Gruškovje – information update at 18:00
At 6 o'clock this morning, there were 2,292 migrants at Šentilj's accommodation centre. 
At 14:45, 596 migrants arrived at the Šentilj accommodation centre on board a train from Dobova. At 10 o'clock, ten busses brought 430 migrants to the Šentilj centre from the Celje Police Directorate area, at 16:20 four busses with 254 migrants arrived from Logatec and at 17:15 another 11 buses with 641 migrants from Vrhnika.  A further 640 migrants were also transferred to Šentilj from Gruškovje, where 180 persons are still awaiting transfer. 
The Austrian authorities took in 3,089 migrants at the former old Šentilj border crossing point. 
At Gruškovje border crossing, the Croatian police handed over 367 migrants just after 6 am. At 14:15, four busses brought 243 migrants from Dobova and at 14:40 another 210 arrived. They were all registered at the Gruškovje reception centre and most of them have already been bussed to the accommodation centre at Šentilj.
There are currently 1764 persons at Šentilj's accommodation centre, 180 at the Gruškovje reception centre, while the reception centre at Središče ob Dravi is vacant. 
The Croatian police have announced a handover of 520 migrants, which is to take place some time during the night at Gruškovje international border crossing point. These migrants will have been shuttled from Slavonski Brod, Croatia. All of them will be registered at the Gruškovje reception centre. 
Two trains from Dobova are expected to pull in at Šentilj overnight, bringing another 2000 migrants. Six busses, with 350 migrants, are expected from Vrhnika, and three busses from Gruškovje, which will bring all the 180 migrants that are still waiting to be shuttled from there.
